A reading from 1 Kings, chapter 19.

Behold, the word of the LORD came to [Elijah], and he said to him, “What are you
doing here, Elijah?” °He said, “I have been very jealous for the LORD, the God of hosts.
For the people of Israel have forsaken your covenant, thrown down your altars, and killed
your prophets with the sword, and I, even I only, am left, and they seek my life, to take it
away.” ''And he said, “Go out and stand on the mount before the LORD.” And behold, the
LoRD passed by, and a great and strong wind tore the mountains and broke in pieces the
rocks before the LORD, but the LORD was not in the wind. And after the wind an
earthquake, but the LORD was not in the earthquake. '?’And after the earthquake a fire, but
the LORD was not in the fire. And after the fire the sound of a low whisper. *And when
Elijjah heard it, he wrapped his face in his cloak and went out and stood at the entrance of
the cave.

For the
people of Israel have forsaken your covenant, thrown down your altars, and killed your
prophets with the sword, and I, even I only, am left, and they seek my life, to take it
away.” '’And the LORD said to him, “Go, return on your way to the wilderness of
Damascus. And when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael to be king over Syria. '®And
Jehu the son of Nimshi you shall anoint to be king over Israel, and Elisha the son of
Shaphat of Abel-meholah you shall anoint to be prophet in your place. ’And the one who
escapes from the sword of Hazael shall Jehu put to death, and the one who escapes from
the sword of Jehu shall Elisha put to death. '®Yet I will leave seven thousand in Israel, all
the knees that have not bowed to Baal, and every mouth that has not kissed him.”

Reading Galatians 5:1, 13-25

A reading from Galatians, chapter 5.

For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore, and do not submit again to a
yoke of slavery. . ..

BFor you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an
opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another. “For the whole law is
fulfilled in one word: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” '*But if you bite and
devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one another.

1But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh. !"For
the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the
flesh, for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from doing the things you want to
do. "¥But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. '’Now the works of the
flesh are evident: sexual immorality, impurity, sensuality, *’idolatry, sorcery, enmity,
strife, jealousy, fits of anger, rivalries, dissensions, divisions, 2lenvy, drunkenness, orgies,
and things like these. I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do such things
will not inherit the kingdom of God. ??But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, *gentleness, self-control; against such things
there is no law. ?*And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its
passions and desires.

2If we live by the Spirit, let us also walk by the Spirit.

'THE VOICE OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD"
TEXT: Luke 9:51-62 DATE: 6-29-25
LITURGICAL DAY: Third Sunday after Pentecost
Theme: The voice of the good shepherd brings forgiveness in season or otit of season

I. THE VOICE OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD SUCCEEDS DESPITE ALL
OPPOSITION

II. THE VOICE OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD COMES NOT IN WORLDLY
GLORY, BUT IN MUNDANE MEANS

III. THE VOICE OF THE GOOD SHEPHERD COMES NOT IN LEGAL
DEMANDS, BUT IN ALREADY ACCOMPLISHED TRIUMPH

CONCLUSION:

‘When the prophet Elijah became discouraged and despaired of his life, “the word of the
LORD came to him” (1 Kings 19:9b) and stood him “on the mount before the LORD” (1
Kings 19:11). The Lord made Himself known to the prophet — not in the impressive power
of gale force winds, or in an earthquake, or in the fire, but in “the sound of a low whisper”

(1 Kings 19:12). Today God reveals Himself to us through the frail preaching of the

Gospel. The Son of Man sends “messengers ahead of him ... to make preparations for

him” (Luke 9:52). Putting their hand to that plow of preaching, they “go and proclaim the

kingdom of God,” and they do not look back (Luke 9:60, 62). What they preach is not the

power of the Law with its “yoke of slavery,” but the power of God unto salvation through
the Gospel of forgiveness, by which “Christ has set us free” (Gal. 5:1).
