The kingdoms of Judah and Israel began as one united kingdom under King Saul (1050 – 1010). Saul’s son Ish-Bosheth 

reigned in Mahanim from 1009-1008 while David reigned in Hebron from 1009-1002. After Ish-Bosheth’s assassination David 

ruled over all Israel from Jerusalem (1002 - 970). David’s son Solomon followed as king from 970-931.
